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Man was created. Not sinlessly perfect and divine. A creature in innocence with the capacity to sin, with the ability to choose, but had not sinned as of yet.  Sin came to mankind when Satan tempted, Eve fell and led her husband Adam into sin.  There first reaction to having sinned was to realize they were naked.  God fixed that problem by shedding the blood of an innocent lamb to provide skins Gen 3:21.
That pictures what Jesus Christ has done for each of us when he died upon the cross and shed his blood for our sin.  He gave us the covering the moment we would trust Christ to be our Savior.  The act of trusting Christ is the first step toward defeating our addictions and those things that traumatize us.  I begins the relationship I spoke of before. Reading Ephesians 1-3 should give great insight into what we have in Jesus Christ.  Our position in him. We have everything we need for solving our addiction and trauma problems if we understand what all Christ supplied to us.

We are: blessed with all spiritual blessings 1:3   chosen in him to be holy and without blame. V4  (this solves the problem of guilt). Adopted as a child of his v5 (we are in the family, not a red-headed step child) and does it by the GOOD PLEASURE of his will. He loves us. Accepted in the beloved. V6    Redemption through his blood the forgiveness of sin. V7  

I invite you to keep reading Ephesians.  God has some much for his child.  

Are you his child?   Be sure.  Repent of your sin and ask Jesus Christ to forgive you and be your savior.
